Najma Akhtar, British singer of Indian origin and Gary Lucas, guitarist, composer and American producer with an extensive curriculum, Jeff Buckley, Captain Beefheart included, have proposed the unifying of blues & folk with Ghazals (songs of love). For this project the guitarist has created instrumental, acoustic & electric pieces over which Najma glides through with freedom after having revealed herself as a magnificent improviser in rehearsals.

 

With the only help of tablas and the occasional violin they have invented songs that become a cross between Sandy Denny and Lata Mangeshkar. Typically Hindu but at the same time totally new, a mix between bollywoods voluptuousness and a blues wired in a wide panorama of registers that includes a version of Skip James, slippery dobros and electrical distortion to create a sound that is like entering the Mississippi delta and the Ganges.
